Method #2.  Try flying way out there.  Especially 
down wind.  This is very thrilling as you try to see 
your airplane, its orientation, and its direction of travel.   
Like method #1, it can be a long hike thru rattle snake 
country to locate your art work.  While using this 
method, it’s nice to have several friends around. 
Method #3.  Unlike #1 and 2, this method has a 
distinct advantage.  Your master piece is usually in 
close, just outside the perimeter fence, and much easier 
to locate.  This is basically only good for glow engines.  
First adjust the needle valve for maximum rpm, then a 
tweak more to get that last ounce of power.  After take 
off your engine goes lean, then quits.  Yell out loud 
and clear the dreaded “DEAD STICK” cry.  Thus 
alerting the on lookers as you kind of land in the 
unfriendly desert brush.  There you have it, instant art 
work. 
Method #4.  Very seldom used but due to be revived 
soon.  With the flock of foam T-28 electric aircraft 
(like weeds following the monsoon) it is sure to 
happen.  The always exciting “formation flying”.  
Picture five or six exactly alike aircraft flying the same 
close pattern.  As you try to fly the wrong airplane 
crying loudly “I ain’t got it”!!!  You are creating an art 
master piece.  Hopefully an on looker will follow your 
now unguided airplane all the way to the desert. 
Now you know how to do it, go out and create your 
own art. 
Having tried all four methods myself, I can vouch for 
their effectiveness.
